Week Two - My Core Identity - BE

Goal for Week Two: To discover who I am created to BE before I find what I am created to DO. To
experience what it means to BE a child of God and a disciple of Jesus first.

Discovery Time - Take three minutes and write in the space below as many of your identities that come
to mind. For example: spouse, student, resident of Pennsylvania, engineer, parent, etc...

Did you notice any patterns to your identities? For example: Some of my identities I achieved, others
were given to me. My identities are based on what I do. Etc...

For Group Discussion:

Read: I John 3:1 How great is the love the Father has lavished on us, that we should be called children of
God! And that is what we are!

Most of the time we work hard to DO something so we can BE something (for example, I work hard so I
can be successful, promoted, praised). How would your life be different if you focused first on how to BE
before you DO?
